02:24 IWDM: The curtain is down, and the window almost been broken out. "No." So, we know that the state of the person, the disposition of the person, is gonna determine how they gonna respond. But if we in a right disposition, and if we really think about what's being said here, think over it. You will find that it respects the human person, the common human person. Our religion respects the common human person, the common excellence of the human person. That's where the focus is, and it respects the order and the need of the human person to be supported by the universal order. The big scheme is more important. We couldn't come here without created matter. But you don't call that racism in the house, right? So, the same evil done in the house is called one thing, and evil done in society is called racism. The superiority attitudes that we have in the family, and especially on the block, and especially when we meet each other in public. I meet African Americans in public, on the plane I travel cause of you. You know, I travel big style sometimes. I'm on the plane, and I sit down beside African American. Irritated.

16:32 IWDM: Said, "Nigger, don't degrade me." They don't say this, but I'm trying to explain the situation. "Nigger, don't degrade black man. Don't degrade me by sitting on this plane beside me. You degrade me. If a white person sits here, that honors me. Don't you sit here." That's the truth. That's the reality. That's what a lot of us don't wanna admit. I'm talking about our leaders.
